All Saints Day – November 1 
By Richard Pelkey 

All Saints Day is one of seven Principal Feasts of the 

Church (Book of Common Prayer, pg. 15). It is the 

only feast that may be observed on the Sunday 

following, in addition to its observance on its fixed 

date. It is one of four feasts recommended in the 

Prayer Book for the administration of Holy Baptism. 

All Saints is a day celebrating the intercommunion of 

the living and the dead in the Body of Christ by a 

commemoration of those who, having professed faith 

in the living Christ in days past, had entered into the 

nearer presence of their Lord.   

All Saints was originally celebrated in Rome in May 

beginning in the 7
th

 Century. It is believed by many 

scholars that the commemoration of all the saints on 

November 1
st
, originated in Ireland, spread there from 

England, and then to the continent of Europe. 

Whether in Rome in May or in Ireland in November, 

the celebration of All Saints was in close proximity to 

pagan celebrations of light and darkness, of spirits 

and the dead. The influence of this proximity is seen 

in the current popular celebrations of Halloween in 

the United States or in Dia de los Muertos (Day of the 

Dead) in Mexico. 

Collect for All Saints 

Almighty God, you have knit together your elect in 

one communion and fellowship in the mystical body 

of your Son Christ our Lord: Give us grace so to follow your blessed saints in all virtuous and godly 

living, that we may come to those ineffable joys that you have prepared for those who truly love you; 

through Jesus Christ our Lord, who with you and the Holy Spirit lives and reigns, one God, in glory 

everlasting. Amen.

Memorial Garden at Trinity Episcopal Church, Marble Falls, Texas

Cremation has an interesting history! Many 

notable people have been cremated - David 

Crockett, Ingrid Bergman, Louis Brandeis, 

D.H. Lawrence, Rock Hudson, Clarence 

Darrow, Lou Gehrig, Felix Frankfurter, 

Robert Mitchum, Walt Disney, T.S. Eliot, 

Dorothy Parker, Steve McQueen and John F. 

Kennedy, Jr. 

Cremation dates to at least 20,000 years ago 

in the archaeological record with the 

discovery of “Mungo Lady” at Lake Mungo, 

New South Wales, Australia, in 1969. The 

finding of this partly cremated body implies 

complicated burial rituals occurred in early 

human societies. 

In the early 5
th

 Century AD, Great Britain was 

controlled by the Roman Empire. Anglo Saxons 

(the migrant invading tribes in the south and east) 

eventually created the English nation and 

introduced their practice of cremation. Their ashes 

were usually deposited in a vessel of clay or 

bronze in an urn cemetery. This custom died out 

with the Christian conversion among the Anglo-

Saxons or early English during the seventh 

century, when inhumation (burial) of the corpse 

became general practice. 

An urn cemetery, also known as a cinerarium, is a 

place where the ashes of a corpse are stored. A 

columbarium is also a place for storing funeral 

urns, but generally connotes the presence of a 

structure with a special wall or chamber that 

contains the urns. At Trinity we don‟t actually 

have a columbarium, but we do have an urn 

cemetery, or Memorial Garden, and a 

Columbarium Committee. 

Thanks to Matt Matula, Herb Lewis, Pat Hudson, 

Tom Ashcroft, Bruce Lomax and Bob Link, our 

Memorial Garden was expanded in 2007 from 35 

to 109 spaces for the interment of ashes. In order 

for a member of Trinity Episcopal Church to have 

one‟s ashes buried in the Memorial Garden, an 

agreement, available at the church office, must be 

signed. That will guarantee a designated plot in 

the Memorial Garden. There is no cost for the 

burial. 

Reverend Richard Pelkey and Reverend Dave 

Sugeno are available to discuss the details with 

interested members of Trinity Episcopal Church. 

Trinity‟s Columbarium Committee, formed in 

2008, include George Miller (chairman), Mike 

Wortham, Matt Matula, Pam Link, Bill Laubach, 

and Pat Hudson. 

The radio series “Life of Reilly” with William 

Bendix had a supporting character named Digby 

"Digger" O'Dell (John Brown), "the friendly 

undertaker." We are fortunate to have our very 

own “Digger O’Dell,” Mr. Paul McInnis, who will 

dig a hole in Trinity‟s Memorial Garden for the 

urn and ashes.

The first food and drink and consumed on the moon was the reserved sacrament of 

communion. When was the first Communion celebrated on the Moon?

 A Little Known NASA Fact 

The first food and drink consumed on the moon was the reserved sacrament of communion. 

At first, it was kept secret. To mark the 40th anniversary of the first Apollo moon landing, 

Bosco Peters has posted the details of this Christian act of worship 235,000 miles from the 

earth. The First Communion on the Moon is now one of The Episcopal Church's “lesser feasts 

and fasts,” he writes.  

On Sunday, July 20, 1969, the first people landed on the moon. Neil Armstrong and Buzz 

Aldrin were in the lunar lander which touched down at 3:17pm Eastern Standard Time. Buzz 

Aldrin had with him the Reserved Sacrament. He radioed, “Houston, this is Eagle. This is the 

LM pilot speaking. I would like to request a few moments of silence. I would like to invite 

each person listening in, whoever or wherever he may be, to contemplate for a moment the 

events of the last few hours, and to give thanks in his own individual way.” 

Later he wrote, “In the radio blackout, I opened the little plastic packages which contained the 

bread and the wine. I poured the wine into the chalice our church had given me. In the one-

sixth gravity of the moon, the wine slowly curled and gracefully came up the side of the cup.  

“Then I read the Scripture, „I am the vine, you are the branches. Whosoever abides in me will 

bring forth much fruit...‟ I had intended to read my communion passage back to earth, but at 

the last minute Deke Slayton had requested that I not do this. NASA was already embroiled in 

a legal battle with Madelyn Murray O‟Hare, the celebrated opponent of religion, over the 

Apollo 8 crew reading from Genesis while orbiting the moon at Christmas. I agreed 

reluctantly… 

“Eagle‟s metal body creaked. I ate the tiny Host and swallowed the wine. I gave thanks for the 

intelligence and spirit that had brought two young pilots to the Sea of Tranquility. It was 

interesting for me to think: the very first liquid ever poured on the moon, and the very first 

food eaten there, were the communion elements.” 

NASA kept this secret for two decades. The memoirs of Buzz Aldrin and the Tom Hanks‟s 

Emmy-winning HBO mini-series, From the Earth to the Moon (1998) made people aware of 

this act of Christian worship 235,000 miles from Earth.
