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Ash Wednesday

In the Western Christian calendar, Ash Wednesdag=+
the first day of Lent and occurs fortyx days before
Easter (Sundays are always feast days, thus they dp
count towards the forty days of Lenl).is a moveable
feast, falling on a different date each year becauselit is
dependent on the date of Easter. It can occur as eally as
February 4 or as late as March 10 The Book of
Common Prayer lists Ash Wednesday as one of fwo
AFastso days (BCP 17).

Ash Wednesday gets its name from the practice
placing ashes on the foreheads of the faithful as a fi
of repentance. Traditionally, the ashes used are gatlleLs
after the palm crosses
Sunday are burned. During the Ash Wesliay service
the minister Iimposes the ashes on the wo
are dust, and to dust you shall return. o
Bible, to express mourning. Dusting oneself with ashes waspteeni t ent 0 s
expressing sorrow for sins and faults (Job 42:9onah 3:6, Matthew 11:21, Hebrews
9:13).

The observance of Ash Wednesday originated in the penitential discipline of the early
church when those whose notorious sins had caused scamdatxeemmunicated. After

a period of penitence, which included sackcloth and ashes, fasting and prayer, intercessiol
of the faithful, and dismissal from the services before communion, these persons were
reinstated. Such readmissions were presumably aptre Easter Vigil. By the eleventh
century, few instances of public penitence remained, and so the rite of receiving ashes ant
entering a period of penitence was received by all.

In the republic of Ireland, Ash Wednesday is National No Smoking Day. &teevdas
chosen because quitting smoking ties in with giving up luxury for Lent.
