they would agree to serve if nominated and elected. All recommendatlons and forms are to be turned

in to the church office by 12:00 noon on Sunday, July 25.

NOMINATING: The Nominating Committee is made up of the three Vestry members serving their
final year on the Vestry. This year Mike Kimball, Chair, serves with Matt Matula and Ashley Harper
Oberle. Consideration for persons recommended for Vestry includes an evaluation of their meeting
gualifications and includes reflection of characteristics of a Vestry member for each candidate. Three
positions are open annually for new Vestry members.

INFORMING VOTERS:

In the SeptembeFrumpetall persons nominated will be listed and a short article will be included for
each Vestry nominee, based on their information sheet. The parish will meet all nominees in person
during the 8:30 and 10:30 services on Sunday, September 12. There will be no nominations from the
floor at that time. In addition to Vestry hominations, nominations will be offered for Trustee for the
Trinity Endowment Fund, Diocesan Council Delegate, and Diocesan Council Alternates.

VOTING: On September 15, ballots will be mailed to all parishioners who are qualified to vote (over
16 years of age and a member in good standing). Ballots must be returned to the church office by noon
on October 1. The Nominating Committee will count the votes on that date, will contact the persons
elected and will post the information on the church bulletin board.

Samuel Carlos Francisco Sugeno was bor
April 16, 2009, to a young woman from

Urrao, Colombia. His mother loved him

very much; so much that she determineg
that she could not provide him with the
kind of life that she wanted him to have,
and so she made an excruciatingly difficult
decision; to give him up in the hopes thaf
he might be placed with a family that
could give him the kind of love and atten-
tion that she wanted to give him, but felt
she could not. So it was that several dayg
after his birth, Samuel was brought to Laj
Casita de Nicolas, an orphanage in Medel
lin, the second largest city in Colombia.
With a population of about 3.5 million,

this is a large, modern city in a valley up in
the mountains. Samuel spent the first year of his life in this orphanage where he was extremely well
cared for, and given much affection by his caregivers there. Though he has not commented directly on
this first year, his affectionate nature and cheerful disposition speak well to the quality of life he enjoyed

at Casita Nicolas.

On the morning of May 18, 2010, a day which seemed like any other to Samuel, one of his caregivers
dressed him with what seemed like extra care, and instead of taking him to his play area, carried him
across the street to where many of the staff were gathered, along with two complete strangers. Samue
found himself thrust into the arms of these strangers, who for some reason seemed to love him as thoug!
they had known him his whole life. Though he found this experience to be very unsettling, he decided
these strangers seemed | i ke okay peopl e, and af

Samuel awoke to find himself in a completely strange place, a hotel room with these strange people, a
very frightening experience, needless to say. Worse, these people spoke in complete gibberish. Unable t
understand why his world had suddenly been turned upside down, Samuel spent much of his time crying
and grieving his old friends, but he eventually learned to trust these two strangers, and even became
somewhat fond of t hem. This was a good thing,
weeks that followed, the man to whom he had become attached suddenly disappeared. The woman wa
to take him onto a strange flying machine to another even larger city, then eventually fly him to a town a
continent away called Round Mountain, with a population of 111. This was quite a change from the city
of Medellin!

Now a resident of Round Mountain for several weeks, Samuel continues to acquaint himself with his
new family. He is becoming more and more affectionate with the strange couple who took him away
